Since 1996, Lou Poster and Jason McKiernan have been playing as a two-piece in the small bars and basements of Columbus, Ohio, gaining a small but rabidly loyal following and honing a lean, aggressive sound. After three-plus years of drinking and fucking around, they decided to put out a record and go on tour. The band added a bass player, Donovan Roth, and became Grafton.

Now the sound: Think of Motorhead. Think of early Stones. Think of the breakneck stomp of Led Zeppelin coupled with the lingering menace of a Leadbelly ballad.

Grafton has been generating larger and rowdier audiences lately. Live, the lads seem to have, at best, a loose grip on both sobriety and sanity, pummeling through their shit-kicking set -- sometimes in under twenty-minutes. Loud, surly rock for a loud, surly crowd. Midwest, whiskey-soaked cowpunk on used equipment. Grafton's self-titled record is currently distributed by Derailleur Records, and they are touring regional and nationally this year.
